 I think the first and the second robots are not the reconfigurable module robots. Actually they are just module robots. Because they work as an ensemble, it can’t create more joints. And no part of its body can work individually. 
 It’s very hard to define the third robot. Apparently, there are two main branches in it. I don’t know if the branch itself can break into two parts. But I think it can’t. Since the video was shot in 2009 when many techniques required in wireless communication were still immature. Anyway, the robot is far beyond my expectation for what a robot in 2009 should be like.
